ii) EVALUATION OF QUOTATIONS: Offers determined to be substantially responsive to the technical specifications will be evaluated by comparison of the total price at final destination as per paragraph (i) above.

FORM OF CONTRACT

THIS AGREEMENT Ref. no. WRIP/2/G/002 Purchasing Tow Truck about 40 tons for Fier’s DUK and Lezha’s DUK made on ____.____.2021, between the Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Development (MARD) (hereinafter called “the Purchaser”) on the one part and ______________________________________ (hereinafter called “the Supplier”) on the other part. 
WHEREAS the Purchaser has invited quotation for Purchase of the Technical Equipment for the DUK and MoARD, ref. no. WRIP/2//G/002, to be supplied by Supplier, __________________________, (hereinafter called “Contract”) and has accepted the Bid by the Supplier for the supply of goods under Contract at the sum of __________ (____________________) hereinafter called “the Contract Price”. 

NOW THIS AGREEMENT WITNESSETHES as follows: 
1. The following documents shall be deemed to form and be read and construed as part of this agreement:
a) Invitation to Quote; Term and Conditions of Supply, Technical Specification;
b) Addendum (if applicable); 
2. Taking into account payments to be made by the Purchaser to the Supplier as hereinafter mentioned, the Supplier hereby concludes an Agreement with the Purchaser to execute and complete the supply of Contract and remedy any defects therein in conformity with the provisions of Contract.
3. The Purchaser hereby covenants to pay in consideration of the goods supply and acceptance of Contract and remedying of defects therein, the Contract Price in accordance with Payment Conditions prescribed by Contract.
4. Termination
4.1 Termination for Default
(a) The Purchaser, without prejudice to any other remedy for breach of Contract, by written notice of default sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract in whole or in part:
(i) if the Supplier fails to deliver any or all of the Goods within the period specified in the Contract, or within any extension thereof granted. 
(ii) if the Supplier fails to perform any other obligation under the Contract; or
(iii) if the Supplier, in the judgment of the Purchaser has engaged in fraud and corruption, as defined in Clause 5 below, in competing for or in executing the Contract.
(b)	In the event the Purchaser terminates the Contract in whole or in part, the Purchaser may procure, upon such terms and in such manner as it deems appropriate, Goods or Related Services similar to those undelivered or not performed and the Supplier shall be liable to the Purchaser for any additional costs for such similar Goods or Related Services.  However, the Supplier shall continue performance of the Contract to the extent not terminated.
4.2	Termination for Insolvency. 
(a) The Purchaser may at any time terminate the Contract by giving notice to the Supplier if the Supplier becomes bankrupt or otherwise insolvent.  In such event, termination will be without compensation to the Supplier, provided that such termination will not prejudice or affect any right of action or remedy that has accrued or will accrue thereafter to the Purchaser.
4.3	Termination for Convenience.
(a) The Purchaser, by notice sent to the Supplier, may terminate the Contract, in whole or in part, at any time for its convenience.  The notice of termination shall specify that termination is for the Purchaser’s convenience, the extent to which performance of the Supplier under the Contract is terminated, and the date upon which such termination becomes effective.
(b) The Goods that are complete and ready for shipment within twenty-eight (28) days after the Supplier’s receipt of notice of termination shall be accepted by the Purchaser at the Contract terms and prices.  For the remaining Goods, the Purchaser may elect: 
(i) to have any portion completed and delivered at the Contract terms and prices; and/or
(ii) to cancel the remainder and pay to the Supplier an agreed amount for partially completed Goods and Related Services and for materials and parts previously procured by the Supplier
5. Fraud and Corruption
If the Purchaser determines that the Supplier and/or any of its personnel, or its agents, or its Subcontractors, consultants, service providers, suppliers and/or their employees has engaged in corrupt, fraudulent, collusive, coercive or obstructive practices (as defined in the prevailing Bank’s sanctions procedures), in competing for or in executing the Contract, then the Purchaser may, after giving 14 days’ notice to the Supplier, terminate the Supplier's employment under the Contract and cancel the contract, and the provisions of Clause 4 shall apply as if such expulsion had been made under Sub-Clause 4.1.

1. Fixed Price:  The prices indicated above are firm and fixed and not subject to any adjustment during contract performance.

2. Delivery Schedule: The delivery should be completed as per above schedule but not exceeding by May 28, 2021.

3. Insurance: The Goods supplied under the Contract shall be fully insured in a freely convertible currency against loss of damage incidental to manufacture or acquisition, transportation, storage and delivery. The insurance shall be in an amount equal to 110 percent of the CIP/EXW value of the Goods from «Warehouse» to «Warehouse» on «All risks» basis, including «War Risks». The Supplier shall arrange and pay for cargo insurance, naming the Purchaser as the beneficiary.

4. Applicable Law: The Contract shall be interpreted in accordance with the laws of the Purchaser's country.

5. Resolution of Disputes: The Purchaser and the Supplier shall make every effort to resolve amicably by direct informal negotiation any disagreement or dispute between them under or in connection with the Contract. In the case of a dispute between the Purchaser and the Supplier, the dispute shall be settled in accordance with the provisions of the United Nations Commission on International Trade Law (UNCITRAL) Arbitration Rules.

6. Delivery and Documents: Upon shipment, the Supplier shall notify the Purchaser and the Insurance Company by cable of fax the full details of shipment, including purchase order number, description of goods, quantity, the vessel, the Shipping and Forwarding Receipt from freight Company showing full details, port of loading, date of shipment, port of discharge, etc. The Supplier shall mail the following documents to the Purchaser, with a copy to the Insurance Company:
(i) copies of the Supplier’s invoice showing goods’ description, quantity, unit price, and total amount;
(ii) duplicate air/truck transport document and/ or duplicate of railway transport document, and/or duplicate FCR (Forwarders Certificate of Receipt) in 1 Original and 2 Copies marked «freight prepaid»;
(iii) copies of the packing list identifying contents of each package;
(iv) manufacturer's or supplier's warranty certificate;
(v) certificate of origin;
(vi) certificate of quality.

The above documents shall be received by the Purchaser at least one week before arrival of the goods at the port of place of arrival and, if not received, the Supplier shall be responsible for any consequent expenses.

7. Payment for your invoice will be made 100% to the Bank Account No, IBAN ___________________ (in favor of the Supplier’s) on acceptance of the goods.
